DFG Report:

In December, the Fish and Game Commissmted to rescindhe longstanding requirement that fishing
licenses be worn above the waiBhis regulation will go into effect March 1, 2010. Until then, all licenses
purchased online or from an agenust still be displayed above the waist and clearly visible while fishing.

Additionally, beginning January 1, 2010, the Haglta Sport Fishing Enhancement Stamp will no longer
be required.

Spiny Lobster Regulation Amended (effective March 1, 2010)

OnDecember 10, 2009 the Fish and Game Commission adopted new regulatory language that requires
spiny lobster to be kept in a whole, measurable condition until being prepared for consumption. See
Section 29.90(e)

All resident and nomesident sport fishingdenses, both annual and shtatm, and selected stamps and
report cards are available for purchase from DFG sales offices and authorized license agensscaingler

Anglers with Internet access can atggchase a sport fishing license and selected stamps online at
www.dfg.ca.gov/OnlineSale3 he purchaser can print out a exey or tweday license, or a temporary
annual license. Noeresidents can also purchase adHy license. Licenses purchased online may be
printed at home for immediate use; annual license purchasers will receive aqdricanse in the mail
within 10 days. Report cards must still be obtained from one of the 1,800 authorized license agents
throughout the state or at a local DFG license sales office.

DFG sells approximately 2 million sport fishing licenses and genemades than $62 million in revenue
annually. Onehird of the revenue generated by these sales is earmarked for DFG's Hatcheries and Fish
Planting Facilities Program,; the rest supports fisheries management and protection throughetie: Fish
Game PreservatioFund.
